A mind map is a diagram used to represent words, ideas, tasks, or other items linked to a central key word. They are used to generate, classify, visualize and structure ideas, as an aid to studying, solving problems and making decisions.

History of mind mapping

· 3rd century first mind mapping recorded by Porphyry, who visualized Aristotle’s concepts.

· 1960s further developed by Allan M. Collins and M. Ross Quillian

· 1979 Tony Buzan
· Born June 2nd 1942

· Author and educational consultant

· Proponent of governments, academics, businesses and corporations

· Teaches how to maximize brain power
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Wrote several books

· Trademarked “Mind Map”

· Program “iMindMap”

Mnemonic- methods

· Learning technique to memorise info

· Relies on association between easy-to-remember and arbitrary sequences

· Based on the principle that the mind much more easily remembers information if connected to something emotional than arbitrary sequences

Guidelines

One central idea (if two it would be concept mapping), keep it short, finish one branch before starting new one and leave space. 
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
